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As many of you have come to know we moved this past fall into our new location at 72 Washington Street. We are diagonally across from City Hall and in the Masonic building, next to the Red Lion Smoke Shop and Bangkok Paradise. 

So far the new location has been great. Parking is sometimes hard to find but there is plenty especially on weekends. You can Park on Washington Street or in the back lot where the YMCA is located. There is also parking on Lynde and Church Street just past the store. Of course there is also the Museum Place Garage and the Church Street Lot. On weekends or after 5pm on weekdays you can also park in the court house spaces. 
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Once inside the new store you will find all of our accessories on the wall on the right and many of our bikes on the left. We try to keep the bike rack and the walls well stocked so you can always find what fits into your cycling lifestyle. in the center you will find our clothing display and some of our kids bikes and more unusual bikes, like folding, recumbent, and beach cruiser bikes. You will also see one of our display cases with a whole section devoted to our lowrider bicycle customers. 
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After you pass this and come to the sales counter you will find our main display cases and our POS register where we track your purchases and can compare the specifications on many bikes or logon to the web and help you find an item you saw that you would like us to get for you.
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To your left is our dressing room and to your right is our side entrance from the Masonic building which you ca use if you park in the back of the store and enter through the Masonic building rear entrances. Behind the Sales counter is our service area.

Our service area is equipped with 2 repair stands and a decent sized workbench so we can have enough mechanics working to keep your bikes tuned and ready when you need them. We have a parts washer and many specialty tools for prepping your frame or restoring your old bike. Our Head Mechanic/Store Manager, Stu Bealieu, is an excellent frame painter as well as a top notch bicycle mechanic He has built many wheels and is proficient in most suspension and disc brake systems as well as various shifting systems from Shimano and Campagnolo. He is also excellent at bike fitting and heads the Salem Cycling Club and Team.

Surrounding the repair area are bikes hanging from the walls being fixed or checked over before they gop out the door. we have another room behind this which is filled with more bikes and one last room where we keep a lot of back stock. We also have 3 storage areas filled to the max with new bikes and parts and accessories.
